judgerment of the former pai‘ty, there is a féilure to fulfil fbhe condit ions
wnder which the rights are granted in accor,iiance with the present Agreement.

ARTICLE 'V

Certificates of aimorthiness, ?erti.ficates of competency and
licences issued or validated by either Gqﬁtracting Party and which have not
expired, shall be recognised as valid by the other Contracting Pafty for the
purpose oi' operating the air-routes specified in the Annex hereto. Either
Contracting Party shall, however, reserve the right to re‘{fuse te recognise

schedules, tariff schedules, and all other; relevant information coﬁcerning
the operation of the agreed services including such informat ion as ey be
required to satisfy the aeronautical authorities that the r@quiremn’cs of
the present Agreement are being duly obser\;'ed. The requirements of this

Article shall likewise apply to any changes concerning the agreed services,

ARTICLE XII

The aeronautical authorities of either Contracting Party shall
furnish to the aeronautical authorities of the other .Contraé‘ting Party
statistics relating to the traffic carried during each month on their air
services to or from or through the territor} of the oﬁher Contracting Party
showing the comntries of origin and destination and the points of en;barka-

tion and disembarkation of such traffic. Such statistics shall be furnished

If neither of the aeronauti-
cal authorities has expressed disapproval within thirty (30) days from the
